55% of our rubbish at home could be recycled.

Recycling one tonne of paper saves 17 trees, 6,000 gallons
of water and produces 73% less air pollution than non-recycled paper.

Plastic bags and rubbish thrown into our oceans kill about 1,200,000 marine
mammals, fish and sea creatures every year.

1 recycled plastic bottle would save enough energy to power a 60-watt light
bulb for 3 hours.

On average, 16% of the money you spend on a product pays for the
packaging, which ultimately ends up as rubbish.

The average person in the UK gets through 38kg of newspapers per year. It
takes 24 trees to make 1 ton of newspaper.

275,000 tonnes of plastic are used each year in the UK, that's about 15 million
bottles per day.

Most families throw away about 40kg of plastic per year, which could otherwise be
recycled.
